OBJECTIVE The design, implementation and evaluation of the utilization of electronic virtual patient (VP) applica-
tions in patient education during the Coronavirus disease 2019 (COVID-19) pandemic. METHOD The DeepRaft plat-
form was used for the design and creation of three virtual patient educational scenarios. The evaluation that was per-
formed included (a) the system usability evaluation and (b) the evaluation of the patients’ educational experience.
